	SPRAY BOOTH SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS



	
Starting July 1, 2023, all permit applications for the Building Department will be required to be submitted digitally through Citizen Portal Access. 
For Digital Submittals Instructions see Information Bulletin 109 on Building Department website under Applications/Forms. 


[image: ]A building permit is required to either install a new or legalize a spray booth.  Spray booths shall be constructed to meet requirements stipulated in Chapter 24 of the 2022 California Fire Code [CFC].  The aggregate area of spray booths in a building shall be limited to 10% of the area of the building, the basic allowable floor area for Group H-2 occupancy without area increases, whichever is the smallest [CFC 2404.3.3.6] .                                                                                                   Exception: one individual booth not exceeding 500 sqft.

THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION SHALL BE PROVIDED ON THE PLAN AT INITIAL SUBMITTAL:
1. Owner’s name, address, and phone number.
2. All plans shall be signed by a licensed design/build contractor or signed and stamped by a licensed architect or engineer.  Structural calculations (if required) shall be stamped and signed by a California licensed architect, civil or structural engineer.
3. Provide a site plan showing the location of the building. Identify the location of the spray booth in the building and show exhaust vent termination.
4. Provide a fully dimensioned overall building floor plan showing the proposed and any existing spray booths location and sizes, use of all rooms, and exit doors. 
5. Specify the use, occupancy, floor area square footage, and type of construction. If the proposed use differs from legally permitted use, state on the plan that in addition to the spray booth, the permit application is also for a change of occupancy*.  
6. Provide a roof plan showing spray booth exhaust outlet termination distance to the property lines, parapet wall(s), and indicate height above ground.
7. Provide spray booth elevations on the plans.
8. Provide spray booth panel construction details including panel attachment to concrete floor.  Minimum thickness of paint booth steel panel is 18 gage for single-skin assemblies or 20 gage for double-skin assemblies [CFC 2404.3.3.1]. 
9. Provide mechanical plans prepared by a licensed mechanical engineer or a design/build contractor (B&P Code 6737.3) including:
10. Make up air means to replenish air exhausted by the spray booth(s) [2022 CMC 505.10].
11. A minimum of six air changes per hour [2022 CFC 2404.9.3].  The ventilation system shall be designed in accordance with 2022 CMC 505.0 & 506.0.
12. Details of exhaust duct including duct size, gauge, clean out, supports, clearances, flashing, fire sprinkler, etc. (2022 CMC 506.0).
13. Detail of duct penetration at roof 6’ min. height above roof line [2022 CFC 2404.7.6 and 2022 CMC 502.2.2] and its clearance to combustible construction [2022 CMC 506.10 & 506.11].
14. Roof framing detail at duct penetration.
15. Notes that the mechanical system shall be interlocked with the spraying operation so that spraying will not occur unless the ventilation system is operating properly [CFC 2404.6.1.2.1].
16. Provide electrical plans prepared by a licensed electrical engineer or a design/build contractor showing the following:
17. Single line diagram, conduit & conductor size, over current protection, disconnects, and panel schedule load calculation.
18. All metal parts of the spray booth, exhaust ducts, piping system shall be electrically grounded in accordance with electrical code.
19. Show the electrical hazardous zone types and locations and wiring methods in accordance with 2022 CEC Article 516.
20. Provide plumbing plans (if the existing or proposed use is auto repair) prepared by a licensed mechanical engineer or contractor showing that the floor will drain to an approved sand and oil interceptor discharging to sewer [2022 CPC 1017.1]. 
21. Submit & fill out Hazardous Material Disclosure Form. 
22. Submit & fill out SCAQMD’s Air Quality Permit Checklist Form.  
Please note that projects with a spray booth cannot be finaled by the building inspector unless a clearance letter has been issued by AQMD for the spray booth.

The above information is only a guide and is not a complete list of the design requirements for spray booths.  Refer to 2024 CFC Section 2404 for more detailed design requirements for spray booths.

SPRAY BOOTH PLAN REVIEW PROCESS:
1. Applicant submits a building permit application with plans and supporting documents to the Building Department digitally through Citizen Portal Access.
2. Permit specialist validates the submittal package and assigns an application tracking number once plan check fee paid. 
3. The submittal package is then routed for a concurrent plan review to the following Departments:

4. It is important that the applicant/engineer coordinates their submittals such that corrections from each plan review department are incorporated on each set of plans. Plans will not be allowed to be resubmitted until all reviewing departments have completed their review and address all their corrections. 
5. After the plan is reviewed and approved by all departments, the Building Department coordinates the final approval process and permit creation. 

RESUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS:
1. Resubmit previous plans and supporting documents including the correction list from each reviewing department. 
2. Submit new plans and new supporting documents.
3. Provide a separate Response Letter for each department that has correction list.
4. Plans and supporting documents will be routed to the other reviewing departments for recheck. 




Footnote:
*For any change of occupancy permit application, a licensed architect shall provide a code analysis on the plan specifying the type of construction; maximum floor area allowed versus existing; sprinkler requirement; number of plumbing fixtures required versus existing; and the fire rating of all walls, window/door openings, structural frames, roof/floor construction, and shaft construction.  If the code analysis indicates a need to upgrade existing building construction, plans and details shall be provided for the upgrade.
